TKMS Athletic Policies

Eligibility
The criteria to be eligible to represent Thornapple Kellogg School in interscholastic athletics are as follows:
         Physical Examination – You must have passed a satisfactory physical examination for the present school year.  Physicals are good after April 15 of each year.  Record of this examination must be on file in the high school athletic office before you begin practice.
· Athletic Eligibility - The student athlete must be passing five (5) of six (6)   classes to be declared eligible for athletic participation.  An administrative checklist will be distributed every Friday during the specific season so that eligibility will be determined on a weekly basis.  Each period of ineligibility will be from Monday to Sunday.  Athletes will be expected to continue practicing even when ineligible for contests.  

         Attendance – To participate in an athletic event or practice, a student must be in his/her last 3 periods unless properly pre-excused in the attendance office.  If a student-athlete fails to comply with this policy, a one-contest (game, meet, and match) athletic suspension will be enforced upon discovery of the non-compliance.
School Suspensions

If a student is suspended he/she may not attend practice or an athletic contest.
Pay to Participate

Athletic registration fees must be paid by the given dates and the Athletic Registration Fee Guidelines form must be turned into the Athletic Office or the student-athlete may not be eligible to participate in practice or contests.  TK does not want students whose families are unable to pay the fee to be denied the opportunity to participate.  Any student who wishes to participate, but is unable to because of finances, should complete a waiver form available in the athletic office from the Athletic Director.  We will work confidentially to ensure that no student-athlete is denied the opportunity to participate in interscholastic athletics due to financial need.
Opportunity Room
If you are a member of a team involved in a sporting event or you are awaiting practice, an after school study table will be provided.  Athletes should report to the designated room by 2:40 p.m. with any belongings needed prior to practice or a game.  Students need to remain in the supervised area until study table is over, or coaches may take the athletes with them.  Students are expected to work on school assignments or read.  Students are expected to listen to and respect the supervisor.  Athletes waiting for elementary gym practices must also report to the study table, only leaving in time to make their practice.
