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Trimester Schedule 
 

The trimester schedule consists of three terms where students will take 5 classes each term. Students will 

be able to earn a total of 15 credits each school year. Each term will be approximately 60 school days in 

length.  Advanced Placement and some performance classes will run for 3 trimesters; all other classes will 

be either 1 trimester or 2 trimesters in length. 

 

Advantages of a trimester schedule 

ü Students will only have to focus on 5 classes each trimester. 

ü Gives students more opportunities to retake classes failed in the same year 

ü Allows for Advanced Placement and performance classes to run for 3 trimesters

GENERAL INFORMATION  
Earning Course Credit: 
Students earn one unit of credit for successful completion of each trimester class.  Credit is earned by successfully 

completing all course requirements as established by the teacher and completion of the final examination.  Credit 

will be earned if student receives a grade of D- or higher. 

Academic Load: 
The class load is five (5) credits each trimester.  (Some exceptions may occur if a student attends the Kent 

Career/Technical Center or participates in the Work Experience program.) 

Adding/Dropping Courses: 

Changes of schedules must be completed within the first week of each trimester.  Students will need to fill out a 

ñPermission-to-Change-Classò form from the guidance office.  Changes occurring after the 1-week period will 

require administrative approval.  Students who drop a course after the 1st week will show an ñFò on their permanent 

record.  In the case of exceptional circumstances, the student requesting a change and his/her parent will need to 

meet with the counselor and principal to discuss the change. 

Repeating Courses:  A course may be repeated only when a student has previously received an ñFò.  If a student 

fails a course and retakes the subject, both the ñFò and the improved grade will be computed in a studentôs grade 

point average and his/her honor points. 

Any failure in a required course must be made up at the first possible opportunity. 
If a student wishes to take a course but has failed the subject that is a prerequisite, the failure must be made up 

before taking the next course. 
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Honor Roll: 
The honor roll is divided into three categories: 

High Honors = Students with a grade point average of 3.7 and above 

Honor Students = Students with a grade point average of 3.5 to 3.699 

Honorable Mention = Students with a grade point average of 3.0 to 3.499  

 
SCHEDULING PROCEDURE 

 

Students should take special care when filling out their school course plan.  Students should put down their first 

fifteen course selections.  Every student will need to have at least two alternate course selections on his/her plan. 

 

Students will not have the opportunity to choose the instructor or hour in which they wish to have a certain class.  

All course selections for all students will be done by the computer. The computer will try to schedule a studentôs 

first fifteen choices; if this is not possible, then it will use alternate course selections in order to fill a schedule. 

 

The Guidance Department will not be changing schedules in order to meet studentsô wishes for certain teachers or

STATE UNIVERSITIES ADMISSION REQUIREMENTS  
 

The state universities of Michigan have adopted specific admission requirements for students who wish to enter any 

of the 15 public universities.  The new statement is an initiative to improve academic preparation of students seeking 

admission to a state university. 

 

The state universities have agreed that to be eligible for regular admission to a four year degree program, a high 

school student must successfully complete the following course requirements: 

*  English - four years required. 

*  Mathematics - three years required, including intermediate algebra; four years strongly recommended. 

*  Biological/Physical Sciences - two years required; 3 years strongly recommended to include 1 year of 

physical science.  At least 1 year of a laboratory course is also strongly recommended. 

*  History and Social Sciences - three years required; one year of American history and one year of world 

history strongly recommended. 

Prospective students are also encouraged to complete courses in the following areas: 

*  Foreign language - three years strongly recommended. 

*  Fine and performing arts - two years strongly recommended. 

*  Computer literacy - one year of hands-on experience in using computers strongly recommended. 

The universities recognize that, for a variety of reasons, some students may not be able to complete all of the 

requirements.  In such circumstances, students may still be considered for admission and, therefore, are encouraged 

to apply to the university of their choice.  In all instances, each university has final authority for admission 

decisions, based on the level of achievement required and other indicators of potential for academic success. 

 

Students are encouraged to make the best use of courses that are offered at Thornapple Kellogg High School.  By 

doing so, they are more likely to develop the competencies and skills that are essential for academic success and, at 
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the same time, have greater control over their choice of college and career options. 
 

 

 

 

 

GENERAL COLLEGE PREPARATORY  
 

The most common mistake in effective course planning by students is to plan a high school program without enough 

college preparatory electives.  College preparatory electives are found in the departments of English, Foreign 

Language, Math, Science, and Social Science; a student planning to attend college should have a minimum of 30 

credits in college preparatory classes. 

 

No single course is the key to college entrance.  Instead, college admissions offices consider a student based on 

these major criteria: 

 

1. Overall academic difficulty of a studentôs course plan 

2. Grade point average of academic classes only  
3. Studentôs scores on ACT or SAT tests 

 

Students with no identified vocational plans who intend to enter college should follow a general college preparatory 

four-year plan.  Information listed in the curriculum guide is general in nature, and students should meet with a 

counselor to plan a specific four-year program to meet their own college or vocational choices.

HOMEWORK GUIDELINES  
 

BELIEF STATEMENT - We believe that completing homework will help the student become a successful, 

independent learner. 

 

DEFINITION - Homework is the time students spend outside the classroom in assigned activities to practice, 

reinforce or apply newly acquired skills and knowledge and to learn necessary skills of independent study. 

 

PURPOSE OF HOMEWORK  
Homework will: 

* Be an effective way to increase studentsô personal responsibility and individual accountability by promoting 
wise and orderly use of time. 

* Provide additional practice, increasing the amount of time students are actively engaged in independent learning 

and extending time on task. 

* Facilitate more rapid movement through the curriculum:  students reinforce class time with outside study; 

teachers introduce necessary material more quickly. 

* Lead to increased parental awareness of student learning and classroom activities. 

* Contribute to studentsô and parentsô awareness that the school holds high expectations of students. 

* Be useful to teachers for monitoring student progress and diagnosing student learning problems. 

 

Teacher Responsibilities 

 
1. Establish a homework policy which outlines evaluating procedures. 

2. Consistently communicate and enforce homework policy. 

3. Assign work with the appropriate time requirements and difficulty levels. 

4. Provide a clear purpose for the assignment and follow up with feedback. 

5. Use homework to reinforce or extend concepts. 

 

Student Responsibilities 

 
1. Arrange a schedule that allows for the successful completion of homework assignments. 
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2. Write down the due date and all other pertinent criteria for homework, papers, and projects. 

3. Display outstanding effort in completing homework assignments. 

4. Be responsible for obtaining assignments from instructor when absent from class. 

5. Be responsible for understanding all components of the assignment. 

6. To complete homework successfully, take required materials home. 

7. Arrange for tutors or establish time before or after school to meet with teachers when assistance is needed in 

completion of homework assignments. 

8. Know the homework policy for make-up work in each class. 

 

Parental Responsibilities 
 

1. Stress the importance of school and homework completion. 

2. Communicate with your student regarding homework assignments and their completion. 

3. Encourage your student to establish a reasonable study time to complete homework. 

4. Provide materials necessary for students to complete homework successfully (i.e. desk, calculator, computer, 

dictionary, etc.). 

5. Monitor the amount of time spent watching television or working outside of the home. 

6. Periodically consult with teachers about your studentôs homework completion. Establish consequences with 

your student if homework is not completed consistently. 
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CAREER PATHWAYS  
 

A world of possibilities awaits you after high school . . . WILL YOU BE READY? 

 

High school is a time for planning oneôs future.  Choosing a career is a difficult task.  Todayôs job 

market demands a highly skilled work force since new jobs require at least one or more years of education 

after high school.  The courses you select in high school can greatly assist in your future career development.  

Goals are essential to your career.  They serve like a road map, giving you a destination and a route.  

Without a concrete career path, you will go where people tell you, not necessarily where you want to go.   

There is no better time to plan for your future than now.  To help you along the way, you should 

complete a four-year high school plan using graduation course requirements and electives that support your 

career pathway.  As you gain new experiences, you may find that you will need to revise your plan.  

Remember that this plan should reflect your interests and abilities and should be INDIVIDUALIZED TO 

MEET YOUR NEEDS.  

 

Consider the following recommendations as you plan your high school course of study: 
¶ Identify your interests and abilities. 

¶ Talk with teachers and counselors for course selections and recommendations. 

¶ Use the TKHS Curriculum Guide to learn more about high school courses. 

¶ Look at the career and college resources in the guidance office and library. 

 

To be most helpful, you need to INDIVIDUALIZE  this plan to your specific interests and skills.  Your 

counselors encourage you to select courses which will academically challenge you.  

Career pathways show required and recommended courses to help students develop a career plan.  

The pathway varies depending on the studentôs occupational interest.  These defined pathways help focus a 

studentôs time spent in high school while preparing for his/her future goals.  Career pathway guides are 

available in the following six career areas: 

 

 

Arts & Communication Human Services Health Sciences 

Business, Management & 

Marketing Technology 

Engineering/Manufacturing & 

Industrial Technology 

Natural Resources and Agriscience 

 

As part of each studentôs EDUCATIONAL DEVELOPMENT PLAN (EDP), the student should review 

his/her plan and update goals at least once a year.  If a student changes career goals, the other pathway 

guides will be useful in career research and planning. 

The role of electives in career pathways is very important.  High school electives are an essential part 

of planning for the future because they represent exploration and enrichment.  Students can enroll in 

electives for free in high school, taking time to explore subject areas that are interesting and for which they 

may possess an undiscovered aptitude.  With electives in their curriculum, students gain prior knowledge and 

confidence from a high school experience that could direct them to a career they might not have otherwise 

considered.  In addition while core academic courses are a must, electives provide places where students can 

develop other aspects of their personalities and talents that are equally important.   

 

CAREER PATHWAYS ARE: 
 

1. Clusters of careers grouped because people in them share similar interests and strengths. 

2. A variety of related occupations that require different levels of education and training. 

3. A means to provide students with an area of focus, along with flexibility, and a variety of ideas to 

pursue. 

4. A systematic plan for a focused high school education leading into a chosen career area. 
 

CAREER PATHWAYS OFFER: 
 

5. A career development plan for all students, regardless of their interests, abilities, talents, or desired 

levels of education. 

6. Basic skills for all students, regardless of the level of education or training that individuals choose to 

attain. 

7. A variety of specific occupational choices, each requiring different levels of education and training. 
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8. Maximum flexibility in the career decision-making process, allowing students to move between 

pathways at any time without a gap or penalty. 

9. A way for students to discover the relevance of their selected school courses to actual occupations 

and careers. 

10. An opportunity for students to assess their own performance, improve where necessary, and attain 

personal and career goals.

Ninth graders will 

connect with and respond to texts by analyzing relationships within and across families, communities, 

societies, governments, and economies.  Through the lens of Inter-Relationships and Self-Reliance, they 

will consider how they build relationships, how their relationships impact others, and their responsibility to 

society.
